Reflections and Reactions by Pastor Jeff Beebe

What a joy it was to be together for worship, our annual
congregational meeting, and a great soup lunch last
Sunday! It is good to occasionally worship together as
one body at one service, to remind ourselves that we

| are one church, even though we normally worship at
two different times on Sunday. We all have our prefer-
ences in terms of music and worship style, but what’s

| most important is that our worship be directed towards
God who has made us and called us together by the
Spirit in this congregation. Thanks to everyone that
made our service possible. Praise God!

We had great participation in our annual meeting that followed the
service. For me the highlight was the slide show of activities of the past year
that Dale Lambson and Robyn Frost put together for us. It was a great reminder
of all the great things that happened in 2011.

We elected four people to serve three year terms on the council. Dan
Harris and Bob Mueller were elected to second terms, and June Garrity and
Sandie Isakson were elected as new council members for their first term. We
still have a one year term open for 2012, if anyone is interested in serving this
year.

We reviewed and approved the 2011 financial report, which indicated
that in 2011 we ended the year with a $7000 surplus, actual spending vs. actual
receipts. We were also able to transfer money that was no longer needed from
the call fund, to the general fund ($11,000). We carried over another $10,000
from 2010. All this means that we have approximately $28,000 in reserve for
unforeseen emergencies, about one month’s worth of expenses. We approved the
2012 budget in the amount of $359,016. This included the addition of the .5% of
budget support ($1786) for the OSLC Scholarship Fund, which continues the
level of support agreed upon by the congregation at the 2006 annual meeting.

As part of this budget, we have added support for a part time staff person in the
area of children, youth, and family ministry ($15,720). The youth team will be
meeting soon to draft the new job description and the plan for interviewing and
hiring for this position. We hope to have this person on board as quickly as is
reasonably possible. Thanks to everyone that participated in the meeting and
provided your input along the way. Thanks also for your faithful giving, which
makes support of these ministries possible!

The season of Lent will soon be here. This year we are trying something
new, an all congregational emphasis on the theme “Journey to the Cross.” You
can read about the details elsewhere in the newsletter. I encourage all of you to
participate, young or old, as we reflect on God’s love for us in Jesus, who died
on the cross for us all.

Provide you with the backgrounds and details of current bills of interest that involve
social issues of concern to CORL.

Accompany you to the morning sessions of the House and Senate and guide you in
making contact that day with your own legislators so you can express your concerns.

Learn the geography of the Capitol and some of the procedures that govern the Utah
legislature that will make it easier to track the progress of bills through media stories.

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Lent Begins Ash Wednesday, February 22nd!

9 Plans are well underway for this year’s Lenten season. This year the whole congrega-
§ tion is encouraged to participate as we use the resource Journey to the Cross, 40 Days

of Discovery. This is a devotional booklet and journal that is read each of the 40 days

of Lent, beginning on Ash Wednesday. It will lead us through the key events in the life

(/] children’s activity that will be done at each of our Wednesday midweek services. You will begin to use the
resource on Ash Wednesday, February 22",

of Jesus that take us to the cross. It is meant to help us reflect personally on Christ’s
great love for us.

At noon, those available during the day are invited to come to church for a soup lunch provided by the Parish

/] Life committee. After lunch we will have a brief service that will include the imposition of ashes and then
begin the first of 6 Wednesday Noon Bible studies based on the Journey to the Cross devotional booklet.

g At 7:00PM we will have a traditional Ash Wednesday service with the imposition of ashes and Holy

aq Communion. The adult choir will provide special music. This will provide the evening beginning for our

Journey to the Cross. The first of six Wednesday children’s activities will be part of this service as well.

Starting on Ash Wednesday, everyone participating should begin doing the daily devotional. Pastor Beebe
will be setting up an online “blog” where he will share his thoughts each day, and where those with computer
access can share their thoughts with others as well! Watch for “link” in upcoming weeks!

The following Wednesday, February 29th, and continuing each week through March 28th, we will continue
the Noon lunch and study. On the Wednesday of Senior Lunch (March 14th) the Bible study will follow the
luncheon for those that would like to stay.

The five Wednesday evening Lenten services beginning on February 29" will be centered around the Journey
to the Cross theme. Each service will include a time to reflect and share our thoughts on the daily devotional
readings for that week. A children’s activity will be included, as well as a time for prayers around the cross.

The services will all be at 7:00pm and end no later than 7:45PM. A soup and bread supper will be served
from 6:00-6:50 pm. You are invited to sign up and bring your favorite soup and/or bread to share with others!

To further enhance this Lenten emphasis, we would like to create a display of your favorite or most meaning-
ful “crosses.” This could be a picture of a cross you have on display at home, a cross you have hanging on a
wall, or perhaps a necklace or bracelet with a cross. You can bring these to church beginning February 19"
and we will put them on display throughout the Lenten season.

Our youth are also decorating small cans that will be available for you to use as “alms” banks in your home.
As you journey through Lent, you can place offerings in your bank at home, and then bring the bank back to
church on Easter. Traditionally, alms giving has been intended to support those in need. You will be able to
indicate to whom you would like your gifts to be sent. Suggestions include the Utah Food Bank, Family

Promise, Crossroads Urban Center, the ELCA World Hunger appeal, or another organization of your choice.
