She was able to continue her journey and be at 
peace, because of that promise.ò

 The Church Council has approved recommending to the congregation a proposed budget for 2012 
of $357,230.  This is slightly above the income forecast for 2012 of $354,092, based on pledges and 
past giving patterns.  Included in this budget is $15,600 for a new part-time position of a Children, Youth, 
and Family leader.  In order to find resources for this new position, other areas within the budget needed 
to be trimmed or adjusted.  In order to give interested persons the opportunity to review the proposed 
budget prior to the Annual Meeting on January 29th, a budget review meeting has been scheduled for 
10AM Sunday, January 8, between Worship Services.   All interested persons are encouraged to attend as 
we set our ministry priorities for 2012.
