Reflections and Reactions by Pastor Jeff Beebe 

    Itôs not very often that congregations have the opportunity to celebrate 

a new building, a new addition, or a significant remodeling of the facility.  

This is especially true of the sanctuary.  In my 35 years as a pastor, itôs 

happened only twice.  The first time was in 2001, when we did a signifi-

cant building remodel in my former congregation, which included the 

sanctuary.  The second time was last Sunday, when we celebrated and 

gave thanks to God for the completion of the sanctuary updates at Our 

Saviourôs.   

Weôre living in a time of uncertainty when it comes to the future of 

churches, especially mainline churches such as Lutherans, Methodists, and Episcopalians.  

None are seeing numeric growth.  The days of everyone going to church because thatôs 

what everyone does, are long behind us.  Thatôs probably a good thing.  Being a witness to 

the gospel was never intended to be an easy thing, as evidenced by the cross itself.   

The sanctuary remodel means much more than having a fresh, up to date, place to 

worship.  It makes the statement that the Holy Spirit is alive and active in this place.  It 

says that we believe this church, and the Christian community in general, has a future.  

Things are indeed changing.  But this is not the first time the church has faced challenges, 

and wonôt be the last.  Itôs Godôs church, and God will lead the church into the future God 

has planned.   

I am very grateful to everyone who played a part in making this remodel possible.   

I trust it will serve this church well for many years to come.  If you havenôt yet had the op-

portunity to see the changes, I encourage you to stop by.  This may be the only time youôll 

see such improvements to the sanctuary, so you donôt want to miss it!  

Speaking of change, it was nearly 500 years ago that Martin Luther sparked a revo-

lution in the church when he nailed 95 theses against indulgences on the church door in 

Wittenberg on October 31st, 1517.  This began what came to be known as the Protestant 

Reformation, which ultimately gave birth to the Lutheran church as well as many others. 

The 500th anniversary begins for us on Reformation Sunday this year, October 30th, 

2016.  Whatôs different about this 500th year anniversary is the recognition that the split 

between the Roman Catholic Church and followers of Luther has caused deep division over 

the years in the Christian community.  We seem to be much more open to acknowledging 

this division, and to continue to work towards the healing of the breach.  As evidence of 

this, the Lutheran World Federation (LWF) and the Catholic Church will hold a joint ecu-

menical commemoration of the Reformation on October 31, 2016 in Lund, Sweden.  Pope 

Francis, LWF President Bishop Dr. Munib A. Younan and General Secretary Dr. Martin 

Junge will lead the Ecumenical Commemoration in cooperation with the Church of Swe-

den and the Catholic Diocese of Stockholm.  This will be an historical day, evidence of the 

many things we share in common within our faith traditions. 

There will be a variety of opportunities to commemorate the 500th anniversary of 

the Reformation over the next year.  Presiding Bishop Eaton is encouraging every congre-

gation to read and study Martin Lutherôs Small Catechism.  I think we may do this as part 

of our Lenten services next Spring.  Perhaps we may have the opportunity to meet with and 

learn from our Roman Catholic neighbors in the next year as well.  Weôll see as plans un-

fold, but 2017 will be a chance to lift up our heritage as well as acknowledging that the 

church is always in need of re-formation.
