Requirements:

+ Have a parent's heart for global, teenage/young adult years. 

+ Skills: Persistence. Patience. Problem-solving.  Firm, yet, independence   

   growth-centered, boundary setting.  Creative approaches to difficult behaviors/ 

   moments. 

+ Successfully pass a criminal background screening. 

+ Have patience as youth work through past traumatic events and heal. 

+ While a stipend is provided, the family must be able to make a living 

   without the stipend, approximately $1500 per month with all bills 

   paid. 

+ Assist the youth in their identity growth e.g. religious (of the youth's 

   choice); education; language learning; work; home life; extracurricular 

   activities; a deep parental listening into being; creating non-hurried 

   memories together; etc. 

+ Car to get to appointments, including parent education workshops 

   and counseling with issues like attachment.  (Note: if additional 

   assistance is needed, LSS of Utah provides a library, education 

   and coaching support to the family free.  Also, LSS of Utah can 

   be a parent advocate through the whole process --- invited in as 

   needed and without charge.  To connect with LSS of Utah 

   International Adoption and Reunification simply text 801-721-2641 or 

   email: LSSUtah@yahoo.com, Dr. Leslie Whited). 

+ Ability to accompany the youth into adulthood for as long as the 

   young person into adulthood wishes to attach to their family; and 

   the ability to let a young person/adult go if that is what they need 

   to do that along the way.  (These youth/young adults are not able 

   to  be legally adopted as a global relative could claim them at some 

   point.)
